The Museum building upon the Lake Front,

first occupied in 1893, is open to the public every week day from 9

to 5, Sundays from 1 to 5. Admission is free to members and their

families at all times, and free to all upon Wednesdays, Saturdays

and Sundays.

The Art School, in the same building, includes departments of

Drawing, Painting, Sculpture, Decorative Designing and Archi

tecture.

All friends of the Art Institute are invited to become members.

Annual Members pay a fee of ten dollars for the year. Life

Members pay one hundred dollars and no dues thereafter. Gov

erning members pay one hundred dollars upon election and

twenty-five dollars a year thereafter. All members are entitled,

with their families and visiting friends, to admission to all exhi

bitions, receptions, public lectures and entertainments given by

the Art Institute, and to the use of the reference library upon art.

Tas ART INSTITUTE of CHICAGo was incorporated May

24, 1879, for the “founding and maintenance of schools

of art and design, the formation and exhibition of collections

of objects of art, and the cultivation and extension of the

arts of design by any appropriate means.” The Museum

building upon the Lake Front, first occupied in 1893, is

open to the public every week day from 9 to 5, Sundays

from I to 5. Admission is free to members and their fam

ilies at all times, and free to all upon Wednesdays, Satur

days and Sundays.

The Art School, in the same building, includes depart

ments of Drawing, Painting, Sculpture, Decorative Design

ing and Architecture.

All friends of the Art Institute are invited to become

members. Annual Members pay a fee of ten dollars for the

year. Upon the payment of one hundred dollars annual

members become Life Members and are thenceforth exempt

from dues. Governing members pay one hundred dollars

upon election and twenty-five dollars a year thereafter.

Upon the payment of four hundred dollars governing mem

bers become Governing Life Members and are thenceforth

exempt from dues. All receipts from Life memberships are

invested and the income only expended.

All members are entitled, with their families and visit

ing friends, to admission to all exhibitions, receptions,

public lectures and entertainments given by the Art In

stitute, and to the use of the reference library upon art.

Upon the payment of four hundred dollars governing mem

bers become Governing Life Members and are thenceforth

exempt from dues. All receipts from Life memberships are

invested and the income only expended.

All members are entitled, with their families and visit

ing friends, to admission to all exhibitions, receptions,

public lectures and entertainments given by the Art In

ititute, and to the use of the Ryerson reference library upon

art.

HE ART INSTITUTE of CHICAGo was incorporated May

24, 1879, for the “founding and maintenance of schools

of art and design, the formation and exhibition of col

lections of objects of art, and the cultivation and extension of

the arts of design by any appropriate means.” The Museum

building upon the Lake Front, first occupied in 1893, is

open to the public every week day from 9 to 5, Sundays

from I to 5. Admission is free to members and their fam

ilies at all times, and free to all upon Wednesdays, Satur

days and Sundays.

The Art School, in the same building, includes depart

ments of Drawing, Painting, Sculpture, Decorative Design

ing and Architecture.

All friends of the Art Institute are invited to become

members. Annual Members pay a fee of ten dollars for the

year. Upon the payment of one hundred dollars annual

members become Life Members and are thenceforth exempt

from dues. Governing members pay one hundred dollars

upon election and twenty-five dollars a year thereafter.

Upon the payment of four hundred dollars governing mem

bers become Governing Life Members and are thenceforth

exempt from dues. All receipts from Life memberships are

invested and the income only expended.

All members are entitled, with their families and visit

ing friends, to admission to all exhibitions, receptions,

public lectures and entertainments given by the Art In

stitute, and to the use of the Ryerson reference library upon

art.

The object of this work is twofold: to raise the standard of

local art and to form an historic collection.

In reference to the first object stated it may be said that clubs

are rarely able to purchase at the exhibition works of art valued

at over $250.00, and individual purchases seldom reach this sum.

Thus works of striking merit must often remain unsold and their

production is, as a result, discouraged. It is believed that the as

surance to the artist of at least one considerable purchase made at

each exhibition, together with the honor of representation in the

Municipal Art Gallery, would stimulate the production of works

of art of an ever higher degree of excellency than has hitherto

been shown. For this reason Clubs and individuals have been

asked to subscribe annually to a general fund of $500 for the pur

chase of the best work of art shown at the annual exhibition, pro

vided that the jury find some work of art of sufficient merit to

justify this purchase. The nucleus of this collection is the picture

purchased last year—Mr. J. C. Johansen’s “October Sear and

Gold,” which is placed in Room 16, Art Institute.

HR ART INSTITUTE of CHICAGo was incorporated May

24, 1879, for the “founding and maintenance of schools

of art and design, the formation and exhibition of col

lections of objects of art, and the cultivation and extension of

the arts of design by any appropriate means.” The Museum

building upon the Lake Front, first occupied in 1893, is

open to the public every week day from 9 to 5, Sundays

and holidays from 1 to 5. Admission is free to members and

their families at all times, and free to all upon Wednesdays,

Saturdays and Sundays.

MUNICIPAL ART GALLERY.

In order to strengthen the present excellent plan by which

clubs and individuals purchase works of art at the Annual Exhi

bition of Artists of Chicago and vicinity, the Exhibition Committee

has undertaken the formation of a Municipal Art Gallery.

The object of this work is two-fold: to raise the standard of

local art and to form an historic collection.

In reference to the first object stated it may be said that clubs

are rarely able to purchase at the exhibition works of art valued

at over $250.00, and individual purchases seldom reach this sum.

Thus works of striking merit must often remain unsold and their

production is, as a result, discouraged. It is believed that the as

surance to the artist of at least one considerable purchase made at

each exhibition, together with the honor of representation in the

Municipal Art Gallery, would stimulate the production of works

of art of an ever higher degree of excellence than has hitherto

been shown. For this reason Clubs and individuals have been

asked to subscribe annually to a general fund of $500 for the pur

chase of the best work of art shown at the annual exhibition, pro

vided that the jury find some work of art of sufficient merit to

justify this purchase.

The first purchase for this gallery was Mr. J. C. Johansen’s

painting “October Sear and Gold,” at the Exhibition of 1903.

At the 1904 Exhibition was purchased the painting “Frost and

Fog,” by Mr. Adolph Shulz.

All friends of the Art Institute are invited to become members.

Annual Members pay a fee of ten dollars a year. Life Members

pay one hundred dollars and are thenceforth exempt from dues.

Governing Members pay one hundred dollars upon election and

twenty-five dollars a year thereafter. Upon the payment of four

hundred dollars Governing Members become Governing Life Mem

bers and are thenceforth exempt from dues. All receipts from life

memberships are invested and the income only expended.

All members are entitled, with their families and visiting friends,

to admission to all exhibitions, receptions, public lectures, and en

tertainments given by the Art Institute, and to the use of the

Ryerson reference library upon art.

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MUNICIPAL ART GALLERY.

In order to strengthen the present excellent plan by which

clubs and individuals purchase works of art at the Annual Exhi

bition of Artists of Chicago and vicinity, the Exhibition Com

mittee has undertaken the formation of a Municipal Art Gallery.

The object of this work is two-fold: to raise the standard of

local art and to form an historic collection.

In reference to the first object stated it may be said that clubs

are rarely able to purchase at the exhibition works of art valued

at over $250.00, and individual purchases seldom reach this sum.

Thus works of striking merit must often remain unsold and their

production is, as a result, discouraged. It is believed that the as

surance to the artist of at least one considerable purchase made at

each exhibition, together with the honor of representation in the

Municipal Art Gallery, would stimulate the production of works

of art of an even higher degree of excellence than has hitherto

been shown. For this reason clubs and individuals have been

asked to subscribe annually to a general fund of $500 for the pur

chase of the best work of art shown at the annual exhibition, pro

vided that the jury find some work of art of sufficient merit to

justify this purchase.

The first purchase for this gallery was Mr. J. C. Johansen’s

painting, “October Sear and Gold,” at the Exhibition of 1903.

At the 1904 Exhibition was purchased the painting, “Frost

and Fog,” by Mr. Adolph Shulz.

At the 1905 Exhibition, the Committee purchased the paint

ing, “In an Old Gown,” by Miss Martha S. Baker.

The picture for the Municipal Art Gallery, to be paid for out

of “The Special Picture Fund,” will be purchased by a jury com
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posed of three artists, three members of the Exhibition Com

mittee, and one lay member.

All friends of the Art Institute are invited to become members.

Annual Members pay a fee of ten dollars a year. Life Members

pay one hundred dollars and are thenceforth exempt from dues.

Governing Members pay one hundred dollars upon election and

twenty-five dollars a year thereafter. Upon the payment of four

hundred dollars Governing Members become Governing Life Mem

bers and are thenceforth exempt from dues. All receipts from life

memberships are invested and the income only expended.

All members are entitled, with their families and visiting friends,

to admission to all exhibitions, receptions, public lectures, and en

tertainments given by the Art Institute, and to the use of the

reference library upon art.

The object of this work is two-fold: to raise the standard of

local art and to form an historic collection.

For this reason clubs and individuals have been

asked to subscribe annually to a general fund of $500 for the pur

chase of the best work of art shown at the annual exhibition, pro

vided that the jury find some work of art of sufficient merit to

justify this purchase.

THE ART INSTITUTE OF CHICAGO was incorporated

May 24, 1879, for the “founding and maintenance of

schools of art and design, the formation and exhibition of

collections of objects of art, and the cultivation and extension

of the arts of design by any appropriate means.” The Museum

building upon the Lake Front, first occupied in 1893, is open to

the public every week day from 9 to 5, Sundays from 1 to 5.

Admission is free to members and their families at all times, and free

to all upon Wednesdays, Saturdays, Sundays and public holidays.

The Art School, in the same building, includes departments of

Drawing, Painting, Sculpture, Illustration, Decorative Designing,

Normal Instruction, and Architecture.

All friends of the Art Institute are invited to become members.

Annual Members pay a fee of ten dollars a year. Life Members

pay one hundred dollars and are thenceforth exempt from dues.

Governing Members pay one hundred dollars upon election and

twenty-five dollars a year thereafter. Upon the payment of four

hundred dollars Governing Members become Governing Life Mem

bers and are thenceforth exempt from dues. All receipts from life

memberships are invested and the income only expended.

All members are entitled, with their families and visiting friends,

to admission to all exhibitions, receptions, public lectures, and en

tertainments given by the Art Institute, and to the use of the

Ryerson reference library upon art.

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MUNICIPAL ART GALLERY

In order to strengthen the present excellent plan by which

clubs and individuals purchase works of art at the Annual Exhi

bition of Artists of Chicago and vicinity, the Exhibition Com

mittee has undertaken the formation of a Municipal Art Gallery.

The object of this work is two-fold: to raise the standard of

local art and to form an historic collection.

In reference to the first object stated it may be said that clubs

are rarely able to purchase at the exhibition works of art valued

at over $250.00, and individual purchases seldom reach this sum.

Thus works of striking merit often remain unsold and their pro

duction is, as a result, discouraged. It is believed that the assur

ance to the artist of at least one considerable purchase made at

each exhibition, together with the honor of representation in the

Municipal Art Gallery, would stimulate the production of works

of art of an even higher degree of excellence than has hitherto

been shown. For this reason clubs and individuals have been

asked to subscribe annually to a general fund of $500 for the pur

chase of a representative work of art shown at the annual exhibi

tion, provided that the jury find some work of art of sufficient

merit to justify this purchase.

The first purchase for this gallery was John. C. Johansen’s

painting, “October Sear and Gold,” at the exhibition of 1903.

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TH: ART INSTITUTE OF CHICAGO was incorporated

May 24, 1879, for the “founding and maintenance of

schools of art and design, the formation and exhibition of

collections of objects of art, and the cultivation and extension

of the arts of design by any appropriate means.” The Museum

building upon the Lake Front, first occupied in 1893, is open to

the public every week day from 9 to 5, Sundays from 1 to 5.

Admission is free to members and their families at all times, and free

to all upon Wednesdays, Saturdays, Sundays and public holidays.

The Art School, in the same building, includes departments of

Drawing, Painting, Sculpture, Illustration, Decorative Designing,

Normal Instruction, and Architecture.

In order to strengthen the present excellent plan by which

clubs and individuals purchase works of art at the Annual Exhi

bition of Artists of Chicago and vicinity, the Exhibition Com

mittee has undertaken the formation of a Municipal Art Gallery.

The object of this work is two-fold: to raise the standard of

local art and to form an historic collection.

In reference to the first object stated it may be said that clubs

are rarely able to purchase at the exhibition works of art valued

at over $250.00, and individual purchases seldom reach this sum.

Thns works of striking merit often remain unsold and their pro

duction is, as a result, discouraged. It is believed that the assur

ance to the artist of at least one considerable purchase made at

each exhibition, together with the honor of representation in the

Municipal Art Gallery, would stimulate the production of works

of art of an even higher degree of excellence than has hitherto

been shown. For this reason clubs and individuals have been

asked to subscribe annually to a general fund of $500 for the pur

chase of a representative work of art shown at the annual exhibi

tion, provided that the jury find some work of art of sufficient

merit to justify this purchase.
