Official Bulletin Jssued by the Graduate Scrool of Wheaton College

RESFONSIBILITY ¥CR THE FULIFTLLMENT OF THE FOLLOWING REGULATIONS RESTS UPON THE
STUDENT

1 INTRODUCTION

Study on the graduaste level implies an intellectual maturity on
the purt of the student which is clearly abwve that of the undergraduate.
@raduate work is no more 2 mere extension of undergraduate work than college
study i3 an extension ¢f bigh school. There should be a growth in scholastic
aptitude and a clear demonstration of increasing mental mzturity. The fact
that a student has been granted graduate standing is evidence that the College
believes him capable of scund scholarship. The gathering of information must
be supplemented by criticsal analysis, evaluation, and a comprehensive incight
into knowledge relatigonshbips. The student is expected te demgnstrate this
scholarly attitude in bis work.

IX. Scholarship Requirements

1) The gradusate student should not take things for granted, but
should work out definite plans for the year and should have them approved

by his depariment choirman. These should include plans for his thesis or
nroject or courses taken in lieu of these.

2) Noet alil students who are college graduates or whg are allowed to
carry graduate courses have graduste standing. Graduate standing is granted
only to such students as have definitely bad their undergraduate work examined
and approved, or approved with such exceptions as may have been noted, with
the declared intention that they are sseking to complete the work outiined
for a graduate degree.

2) No student will be admitted to candidacy for a degree until he has
completed 16 quarter credit hours of graduate work in residence in which he

has maintained a grade-point average of #Z.. or above, aad has met all under-
groduate deficliencies, and h2s demomnsgtrated an adequate mastery of the major
and supporting fields. In cases of doubt a preliminary examination will be
required., No¢ grade-point below 2. will be accepted for graduate credit,
Approval of a thesis topic or project does not imply adwission to candidacy,
4y A minimum of 48 quarter hours of graduate work with a grade-point
average O0f 2 5 is required for the master"ngggyee, Graduate courses, under-
graduate courses requirad as a part of the progrem (not taken on a "pass-fail”
basis), and courses to demonstrate proficlency must in each case average 2. ..
A satisfactory level must be maintained in voluntary electives on the under-
graduate ievel, but will not be counted im the previocus average. It is under-
stood also that the student must meet all departmental requiremnents.

b} All work for ihe master’s degree should be completed in five years
from the time of entrance to the Graduate School, or within two years from the

time of completion of residence, whicbever comes first. Lf the work is done

in summer sessions only, seven years from the time of entrance, or two years
from the time of ccmpletion of residence work will be allowed. Under extenua-
ting circumstances, such as an appoiniment to missionary work, or illness, the
sraduate Senate may grant an extensicon of time. The student is responsible for
applying for such an extension.
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Every effoxi should be made io complets all requirements during
residence. A reogistraticn fee of 510 per qusrter will be sssessed for =ach
year after a student completes hig residence untii he gradusies, uniess he
enrolls ivr at laast one course during thet year., The nayment will eatitle
the studsnt to the use of the library upon applicatioa,

¥%%¥. ‘The Thesis or Project

& student who cupects to beecome a candidate for a degres must make
wlans early ip his graduate program elther %te write 1) a thesis, 2) =2 project,
o1 3) take twa extra quarter courses {8 quartsr hours) beyead the wminiwmum 22
quarter courses {48 guarter heurs), one of which should be a seminav/research
course (26G) 41f recommended by the student’s sdviser. A studenit writing a
thesis musi take the thesis seminar. A theeis wili be yvecommended for those
with further graduste study in mind, but in considerstion of a student's back-
ground end goasls he may be required o subnit a3 thesis on the basis of coasuli-
totlon with his department chairman., A project will no doubkt include research,
but the empbaslis will be on psrsomal crestivity and/or experience rather than
information or theory. A& student carzying out a project will tske the seminazr/
rasearch course {80} in which he will work with his adviser.

Advisers are always avellable to the student whe wishes to write a
thesis or project, hut he must himself take respoasibiiiiy for the salection
of 3 suitable topic, the determinration »f metheds ¢if research which will yield
defensible yesults, the collsciicn of maieriesls, and the actual preduction of
the written documents,

A. Progedurs for Davelopment of the Thesie or Proisct
i. The theeis or project tepile shnula bo splected as socon as

possible, hut courses necessary for the develapment of the thesis should be
cogpleted previcusly or taken concuryentiy. The work on the thesis should be
equally distributasd throughout the finnl year of residencs, with as much time
as pussibla reserved for the logical enslysis of the problem, the diawing of
conciusions, and the pregentation in thesis form., 4 giudent writing =z thesis
or project must praseant a tuple and prospectius {0 hie department chairman,

and on his appreval, to ithe @raduate Ssnaie, A4t this time, the student sihould
also submit to the Sen e in writing & list of two or threse members of the
graduate or undergraduste fseculty whom be wicghes to szrve on bis commitise.

2. & teniotive cutline of the ithesis tovle, together with the
sagenbling 5% a biblicgrapay covering the subject, will assist the stedent in
Bezing the problem as a whole and da Iimiting it. Some carsful study of the
problem in the beginning will ordinarily save muech iime and trouble later,

The study sbould not duplicate work which has slready dbeen done by Zomsone
else in & Wheaton masier’s thesls. Depariment chairwen heave lists af topics
written in specifie fields.

3. The =tedent should choose a topic that Las reel signifi-~
cance for hiwm--gne on vhich he can work willingiy, azgressively, enthusiastically.

4. ‘The princigles of Rate L. Turabian’s § Manual for ¥riteys of

Ferm Papors, Fheses, and Dizsertations eye to be followed. Mueh time is lost
unless the student from the beginning goes sheut the collection and handling of
data in =n orderly mavner.
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S, The student is responsible for keeping in touch with his
committee chairman, who supsrvises the whole process. Everything goes through
the chaivman befors geing to the second member or any other source of help.

8. After the research on the thesis topic is completed, the
student must show beith the chairman of his commiitee and the second member of
the committce a2 reviged outline eof the first draft before bsginning the actual
cempositien. With the approval of ihe first and second members of the committes
he may then begin to write.

7. _Every csndidate for the M.A. degree must pressnt the initial
draft of his thesis in duplicate to expedite the preliminsry reading and to

save tine in case of less. This draft should be finmel in content and form
ag far as the student ls concerpned. The first drafi of a thesis or project
must be banded in during the first week of the quarisr during which a student
will concliude his escademic requirements for graduation.

8. A sindent must bave the appreval of the Graduate Senate
bafore publishing his thesis.

B. Directions @i.r Typing of the Thesis

i, The thesis musti be typed on 2 high grade of 84" x 11" 20 peund
100% rag bond paper purchasable a2t the College Boukstere., The Library will
xerox the second or additional copies for the normal charge per shast. Pica
or elite or any other standard type face is accepiable,

2. The title page of the thesis should coniaina the fsollowing
informetion: title, author, the statement--"submitted in partial fulfillment
i the requirements for the degree of {name of degree) at Wheaton 3allege,"
and the date of the moath and yoar im which tke thesis is accepted. Ses sample
attached.

, 3. Because at times studenis teke views different from those
cf the faculty and of the school, each student should inseri the following in
his thesis on a separaie sheet following the title page: {see sample attached).
"The views expressed in this thesis are those of the student and do
act neceesarily express the views of tha Wheaton College Graduate School.”

4. Greek and/or Rebrew isttering should be inserted with a
black b2ll »aint pen,

5. Feotnotes, refevences, biblicgraphies, and the gonersal form
of the thesi=z must conform €o regulations in A Ranual for Writers of Term
Papers, Theses and Dissertvations by Rate L. Turabiasn, published by The Univer-
sity of Chicago Press, 1:67 (or later printings).

8. The maximum length of a thesis should be 125 pages, including
bibliography and appendices,

€. BPresentation of the Thesis

i. “The candidate must submit one typed copy and Two xsrozed
copies of his compieted thesis to the Graduate Oifice nwt lajer than the
sixth wesk of the quarisr at the snd of which he expects to graduate. The
typed copy musit be fres from all erxrrors in punctuation, spaiiing, mechanies,
apd grammer, The thesis will be returned uaread if the student has become
careless in these maitters.

2. qune graduation will be expected of those atiending the
regular academic sessiouns, Thesis compittees will be sppointed with this in view,
and the availability ol commitiees nembers during the summer will not ke
guaranteed. Studentis stiending summer sessinns only will be assigned committess
to function during those sessions.
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3. After the thesis is completed the candidate is required o
pass an oral exanination under the direction ©of the thesis committec at a
dzte set by the cheirman of the commliitee. Basis for the final grade on a
thesis: (1/5 thesis seminar; 1/3 oral defense; 3/5 the thesis itself). Upen
the completion of the oral examination and the seminer course, the candidate
8hall recaive four bours credit and grade merited by the quality of the thesis.

4, The original and one cony of the coapleted, approved, and
perfectiy typed thesis and a receipt from the Business 0ffice for the binding
fee (curzently $3.70 per copy) ave o be filed with the Librarian one week
beiore the degrze is to be canferred. Before these are submitted they must
be cerefully proofrsed for typcgraphicel errors., All theses will be inspecied
by the Librsrian when deposited at ihe Library, and may be refused by the
Librarian if they do wot cenform to the propar standards of form and typography.
Liguid paper; Ko-rec-tyme, taperaser, etc. may not be used.

5, With the final drafi of the thesis the student should
submit in duplicate an abstract ef two or three hundred words stating brisfly
the problem osnd the solution of it which the thesis propounds. The abstrsct
may be usad for publication in a graduwaie bulletin,

P. Projecis will be handled by tho depariment and will nat be
referred to the library, althowgh the stwdeni may have bis project bound fexr
8 fee 1f he wishes, The project must be presented in good ferm, noi necessarily
thesis form.,

1V¥. Examination.

A1l candidates Tor ithe master's degree musti pase 8 comprehsnsive
exsmination including one hour each in 03d Testament, New Testament, and
Theclogy, one hour in integretion, and four beurs in their respsciive fields,

tudents majoring in Old Testament or Nevw Testament must pass the language
part of the comprehensive,

The written comprehensive examination should be vaken during
residence, Cuyrently these exsminations are baing offered during the fall
and spring guarters only. They may be teken befors the thesis or graduate
project is completed, but may in no ezse be taken more than one year after
fhe completion of all course requirements. Studznts passing comprehensive
examinations shall be exzcused frem certain exsminations in current courses
coevered by the comprehensives, pravided ihey arxe maintaining a gvado of "B"
