Wills and Fr~nce for h short tdme after coming to thia 
country. He also worked for the Ajax Frog Company on 
22nd and ~bnrxXslaid:xtxa'JUDI' Leavit street for a number 
of years. There .he taught his brother August how to 
make crossings. After working here for a number of years 
he went to work for Strom's Frog shop v1ilich in later y 
years was·known as Pettibone and Muliken Co. This place 
w~s started by a man naced Strom with whom John worked 
at Wills and France. Strom v1orked int he blacksmith 
shop wllile John worked in the machine shop. Jolin knew 
Strom from Sweden well and was a companion there. John 
continued working for this firm about 40 years running 
a planer planing frogs and switohea until the last two 
years of his life when he was put on lighter work on 
account of his weakened condition due to a failing heart. 
Re always WbS muoh interested in his work 6.lld three years 
before he died he invented a frog whioh had the bend in 
such a manner that a h~bvier·point coula be used and in 
.that way save a lot of wear on the switch o:t: frog. He 
always enjoyed going out to hie farm in Grovertown and 
did so whenever he had h ch&.nce. His last visit out 
there was August 1924• ~hie trip was his last as he was 
very weak and was taken home with hie wife by his son 
Edward who had driven out there! As :f'ar as was known he 
~as well until the summer of when his eon John T. 
took both him and hia f4«•>1 wife along with John T.'s 
family for a visit to Sterling. Here we visited Larson's 
his first wife s sister and at which time we motored to 

T8mpico where ?.!rs Larson's daughter l!llen lived. 1t was 
here ~here he had the first heart attaok after eating 
supper out in the golf course about a mile east o~ Tamica. 
John T. his son with his children and Leslie Chapin 
started across the field to see a new canal that v.-as a ug. 
John did not go along at first but later followed down 
the hill on a run whioh was too much for him after e~ting. 
Re became very sick at this time but seemed to get over 
it in a few days. Th1s hea1·t troublb developed until it 
caused his death' Re was a man of great strength, es-
pecially while young ana all his friends respected this 
and always tried to keep peace with him. lie was very 
liberal and always ready to help others. Pride never g~ 
the best of him and he always had a hatred ior anything 
that showed pride and warned his boys never to let pride 
get the upper hahd of them. Re was a firm believer in 
the Bible which he re~d muoh. His faith in the Lord was 
plain and only as the Bible taught it, nothing add.Eid 
and nothing removed. 
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He never seemed to develop any love for riches but all 
he wished for \i&S health and enough to get along with­
out suffering• Often he said hie riches on earth was 
his wife and four boys whom he thought the world of. 
After his last trip to Grovertown he never regained his 
strenght. He was thoroughly examined by Professor 
Gilbert after an examination at the South Shore Hospital 
All saici there was nothing to do but let him rest. Re 
remained in bed the last 8 weeks he livea. His aying 
days were peaceful and thankful to everybody. He was 
often cautioning his bo~s not to get too much love fot 
things of this world bu~ to remember of the life after 
this. He al~aye prayed for his boys and toward the last 
he became unconscious from 1 o'clock Saturday morning 
until l o'clock Saturday afternoon. When he awa~enad 
tkK again tbe nurse took :full charg~ of him. V''ill, 
Bather. John and Ruth and their two sons, Alden and 

Russel r.ere at :kila his bedside and Ruth, intending to 
go home, took his baud to say good-bye and when he took 
her hand he imagined he rias traveling on the way to 
Heaven saying, "it is the same there .as here, they have 
stations and thought we were starting on the journey 
also. He asked that God may bless us on oui" journey. 
Then he asked Ruth if Jesus is here• Re said we eac• 
had a number, John's was #1 and Will's l~n.the:p_ he triad 
to explain that our numbers were 1, 2, 3;and:mt'sue 
comes along and oalltt our number we should be ready • 
Just then he heard and saw something and he ~ade us go 
aayin5 that Jesus was calling our nu.nber now, feari~g lite 
would be left behind, he said, "go~ several timea, "cant 
you hear himaalling". He ~a afraid we would be lei't 
behind. Then John &.nd Will went out of the r~om and he 
waved his hand to them and said,"! will meet you there~. 
He haa not been able to speak clearly for several a_ays 
but the above quotations were as clear as though he were 
well• He shortly went into another coma f.nd was in that 
oondition on and ofi' lill afternoon. Satu~day evening 
about 10 o'clock we l~i't him which was the last time he 
said anything. He was too weak-to say good-bye but 
moved his hand when we lei't him. About midnight he be­
came consaious again for a while. He thenbecame un­
conscious again and stayed that way lUltil he died at 
about 5:30 Sunday morning, tiovember 15, 1925.
