IVERSARY 
Hold Jubilee Week 

at Calvary Baptist 
Former Pastors to Take Part 

in Special Services 

Calvary Baptist church, Elmwood 
avenue and Lake street, will celebrate 
the SOth anniversary of its founding 
by holding eight days of special serv­
ices beginning Sunday. The week 
has been designated as "jubilee week," 
and several former pastors of the 
church will take part in the various 
services. 

The Rev. Eric Schtrstram, 1125 
Davis street, Calvary minister from 
1919 to 1928, will be the speaker at 
the opening service Sunday night. It 
was during the Rev. Mr. Scherstram's 
ministry that extensive remodeling 
was done to the church edifice and 
parsonage. 

Pastors of neighboring churches in 
Evanston will be invited to give brief 
talks at the Monday night "Neigh­
bor Church Night" service. 

Pio11ccr Night T11rsday 
Pioneer night will be observed 

Tuesday (June 9), since that date is 
the anniversary of the organization 
of Calvary church, then known as 
the Swedish Baptist church of Ev­
anston, in 1886. The Rev. Charles 
Palm, a gospel minister for more than 
SO years, who served the church from 
1889 to 18%, will give the principal 
address. The Rev. Mr. Palm, who is 
retired, lives at Sister Bay, Wis. The 
Rev. F. V. Hedeen, also a former 
pastor at Calvary, will take part in 
the service. The Echo choir, com­
posed of member, who sang many 
yean ago, will sing. 

'Wednesday night will be observed 
as denominational mission night, 
when the Rev. Ragnar Arlander, Cal­
van- pastor from 1905 to 1909 and 
nO\V mission secretary of the Swed­
ish Baptist general conference, will 
be the speaker. The Calvary Brother­
hood will have charge of this service.

The history of Calvan· church 
dates back to 1885, when a ·few· fami­
lies who were members of the First 
Swedish Baptist church of Chicago 
but who lived in north Evanston or­
ganized a mi ssion . Authority was 
given the group to function as a 
branch of the Chicago church, and 
the Rev. )J, E. Nelson was invited to 
come lo Evanston to direct the work 
of the mission . Services were held 
regularly at Union hall on Davis

Because of the mission's growth it 

was decided the following year to 
organize a local church. This was 
done June 9, when 31 charter mem­
bers, including the Rev. John Ol­
ander, who had just arrh·ed from the 
Ea.st to take up the work, were 
umted ~~he Swedish Baptist church 
of. E\·anston. fr.he chl~;~h - ~~tainc 1l 
this name until about six years ago.)

F~r sc~cral years a itcr the orga11-
1zat1on ot the local church the con­
gregation continued to hold services 
at Union hall. In 1892 a frame struc­
ture, which was used both as a church 
a1HI parsonagi:, was built at 820 Lake 
street. The first story was the church 
and the second story the parsonage.

'!"he congregation outgrew this new 

churl'h home, and the construction 
of a hr_ick edifice to replace it was 
begun 111 1894 at Lake ~trcet and 
Elnnn .• 111 avenue, the church's pres­
ent locati. ·1. This brick structure was 
rc111odeled a -<I additional rooms were 
built in 192•, under the ~upen·ision 
oi X. P. Sl . erin. The fir~t -church 
building was made into a home for 
th e sexton, a ti in 190i the present 
parsonage at !HI Elmwood a\·enue 
''as purchased 'Ind later remodeled. 

For many year~ the Swedish 
language was used cntirch- in the 
church ~en·ices, as well a·s in de­
partm~ntal . meetings. This policy 
was d1sront111ued about 15 years ago, 
when people of variou" nationalities 
began to unite with the church. Since 
then the Engli ~h language has been 
u_sed . a_lmost entirely. Sen:ral na­
tional1t1l'S are now represented in the 
church, which has a memhership of 
more than 200.
