a mission, 32 charter members or-
ganized the Swedish Baptist Church
of Evanston. The church, which
worshiped for a time in Union Hall
on Davis Street, retained that name
until 1931 when it became Calvary
Baptist.

The present brick edifice was
erected in 1894, and was remodeled
in 1920 under the supervision of N.
P. Severin, Evanston contractor.
Later, Mr. Severin, who remodeled
the White House in Washington,
made a communion table and gav-
el from a Georgia pine beam from
the roof of the White House.
